An Act for the suppression of *[brothels and) immoral traffic in Bengal.

WHEREAS it is expedient to make beiter provision for the suppression
of ‘[brothels and of] traffic in women and girls for immoral purposes;

AND WHEREAS the previous sanction of the Governor General has been
vbiained under sub-section (3) of section 80A of the Government of India
Act to the passing of this Act;

It is hereby enacted as follows:—

1. (1) This Act may be called the Bengal Suppression of Immoral
Trafftc Act, 1933.

(2} Ttextends 1o the whole of {West Bengal].

(3} This section shall come into force at once and the remaining
pravisians of this Act, in whole or in parnt, shall come into force in such
arcas and on such daltes as the [State Government] may, by notification in
the 7| Official Gazetre], specify and for this purpose different dates may be
specified for different provisions of this Act and for differcnt arcas.

"This Act may be read along with the provision of seciion 25 of the Suppression of
Immoral Tralfte in Woinen and Girls Act, 1956 (104 of 1956).

2. The enactmenis specified in the Schedule are hereby repealed
I* * |9 the extent noted against cach.

3. In this Act, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject or
conlext,—

(}) “brothel” means any house, part of a house, room or place
in which two or more females carry on prostitution
@ % *  %grinwhich any girl under the age of cighteen
years is kept with inlent that she shall at any age be employed
or used for any immeral purpose.

Explanation.—Where a girl under the age of eighteen years is for the
time being resident in any housc or place used by one or more females
for the purpose of prostitution and is being maintained by or associating
with any prostitute, it shall, unless such girl is the daughter of an inmate
of such house or place, be presumed until the contrary is proved that she
is being kept with intent that she shall be employed orused for an immoral
purpase.

(2} “Commissioner of Police™ means the Commissionerof Police
for the town and suburbs of Calcutta, and includes a Depuly
Commissioner of Police of Calculia; -

(3) “prescribed” means prescribed by rules made under this Act;

(4) “prostitution” means promiscuous sexual intercourse for
hire, whether in money or kind;

(5) “prostitute” means any female available for the purpose of
prostitution;

(6) “public place” includes the site of any kar, bazar or mela, the
banks of any river and any docks, jetties and ware-houses (o
which the public have access, every public building, garden,
monument, and the precincts thereof, every place of public
amusement, every place of public enlerlainment and every
place accessible to the public for drawing water, washing or
bathing, or for purposes of recreation.

Explanation.—(a) The expression “place of public amusemcnt” means
any place, enclosure, building, tent, booth or other erection, whether
permanent or lemporary, where music, singing, dancing, or any diversion
or game, or the means of carrying on the same, is provided, and to which
the public are admitted cither on payment of money, or with the intention
that money may be collected from those admitted, and includes a race-
course, carnival, circus, cinema, theatre, music hall, billtard-room, bagaielle-
room, gymnasium and fencing school.

(b) The expression “place of public enterlainment” means any place, -
whether enclosed or open, Lo which Lthe public are adimiited and wlhere any
kind of [ood or drink is supplied for consumption on the prentises for the
profit or gain of any person owning or having an inlerest in or managing
such place and includes a refreshment-room, eating-house, coffee-house,
liquor-house, boarding-house, lodging-house, holel, tea-shop, tavern and
a wine, beer, spirit, arrack, toddy, ganje, bhang or opium shop.

(7) “Superintendent of Police™ includes any Assistanl
Superintendent of Police or other person appointed by general
or special order of the '[State Government] to perform all or
any of the duties ol a Superintendent of Police under this Act
in any districl.

(2) Any person who, having becn convicted of an offence punishable
under sub-section (1) is convicted of a subsequent offence punishable
under the said sub-section shall be punished wilh imprisonment of either
descriptien for a term which may extend 1o five years, or with fine, or with
both, and may in addition be ordered by the Court convicting him (o
cxecute a bond [er a sum propordonale to his means, with or without
sureties, to be of good behaviour for such period not exceeding three years
as it thinks fit.

(3} If a conviclion under sub-section {2) is sel aside on appeal or
otherwise the bond so executed shall be void.

(4) An order lor the execution of a bond in accordance with the
provisions of sub-section (2) may also be made by an Appellatle Court or
by the High Court when exercising its powers of revision.

{5) The provisions of Chapter VIIL of the Code of Criminal Procedure,

rl\gés\’ of 1898, shall apply 1o orders made for the execution of bonds under this
' seclion, and imprisonment for failure 1o give security shall be rigorous or
simple as the Court may direct.

(6) Inaprosecution under this scction if it is found that any premises
or parl thereol have been used as a brothel it shall be presumed unul the
contrary is proved Lhat the manager, tenanl, lessee, ocupier or person in
charge of such premises or part knew that the premises or part thereol were
being used as a brothel.

(7} No Court shall take cognizance of any offence punishable under
this section excepl on the complaint of—

(a) (i) the Corporation of Calcutta, ifibe prernises are situated
within its jurisdiction, or
(it) if the premises are situated clsewhere, the Chairman of
the Municipality, Disirict Board or Local Board, or the
President of the Union Board within the jurisdiction of
which the premises are silutated, made in pursuance of
a resolution of the Commissioners of the Municipality
ar of the Members ol the Board as the case may be; or
(b) (hree ormore persons occupying separale premises orholdings
and resident in the vicinity of the premises or holdings 10
which the complainl relates; or
{(c) a representative of any society recognised by the '[State
Government] in this behalf who has been autharised by the
society 1o instilule prosceutions under this section.

(8) Nocomplaintshall be instituted under thissection inrespeclof any

brothel wilh reference 1o which proceedings are pending under section 6.

5. (1) Onconvictionofthe tenant, lessce oroccupicr of any premises
of any offence under scction 4 in respect of such premises, the landlord or
lessor of such premises shall be entitled to require the person so convicled
te surrender the lease or other cantract under which the said premises are
held by him, orio assign the said lease or coniract to some person approved
by the landlord or lessor which approval shall not be unrcasonably
withheld, and, in the event of the person so convicted falling within three
months to surrender or assign the lease or contracl as aforesaid, the
landlord or lessor shall be entitled to derermine the lease or other contract,
but without prejudice to the rights or remedies of any party to such lease
accruing before the date of such determination.

{2) If the landlord or lessor delermines a lease or contract ol 1enancy
under the provisions of sub-section (1), the Court which convicted the
tenant, lessee, or occupicr of the premises may make an order for delivery
of possession by such teant, lessee, or occupier Lo the landlord or lessor
within such time, not being less than seven days, as the Court may direct.
A copy ol the order shall be served on the person against whom it is made.
If such person fails 1o comply with the order, he shall be punished with
imprisonment of either description [or a term which may exlend 1o one
month or with fine which may extend to two hundred rupees or with both,
and the Courl may lake such steps as it considers necessary 1o put the
landlord or lessor in aclual possession of the premises.

(3} The Courtconvicling any tenanl, lessee or eccupier of an offence
punishable under sectien 4 in respect of any premises may give notice in
writing of such conviction 10 the landlord or lessor of such premises, and
if the landlord or lessor after service of the notice does not exercise his
rights under sub-section (1) and subsequently during the subsistence of the
lease or contract &n offence under scction 4 is again commitied in respect
of the premises, the Jandlord or lessor shall be deerned Lo have abetted such
offence, unless he proves thal he has taken all reasonable steps Lo prevent
the recurrence of the offence.

(4) Where a landlord or lessor dctermines a lease or other contract
under sub-section (1), and subsequently grants anciher lease or enters into
another contract of tenancy in respect of the same premises Lo, with or for
the benefit of the same person he shall be deemed to bave failed to exercise
his rights under sub-section (1) and any offence under seciion 4 comrnitted
during Lthe subsistence of the subsequent lease or contract shall be deemed
for the purposes of this section to have been commitied during the
subsistence of the previous lease or contract unless such landlord or lessor
satisfics the Court that he made reasonable inquiries to justify a bona fide
belicfthat suchtenant, lessee or occupier did not intend 1o use (he premiscs
as a brothel or to allow them to be so used. '

(5) No action taken by any landlord or lessor under the provisions of
this scction shall be called in question in any Civil Court.

6. (1) If the Commissioner of Police or Superintendent of Police
receives informaltion that any house, room or place—

(a) is being used as a brothel or disorderly house, or for purpase
of carrying on prostitution, in the vicinity of any educational
institution or of any boarding house, hostel or mess used or
occupied by students, or of any place of public worship or
recreation, or

{b) is used as, or for the purpose, aforesaid to the annoyance of
inhabitants of the vicinity, or

{c) 1s used, as, or for the purpose, aforesaid on any main
thoroughfare which has been notified as such in this behalf by
the {State Government] on the recommendation of—

(i} the Corporation of Calcutta, it the thoroughfare is
situated within iIs jurisdiction, or
(ii) the Commissioners of any Municipalily, within whosc
jurisdiction the thoroughfare is siwatcd, made in
pursuance of a resolution of the Commissioners of the
Municipality, or
(d) is used as a common place of assignation,

he may cause a notice (o be served on the owner, lessor, manager, lessce,
tenant or occupicr ol the house, room or place or all of them, to appear
before him, either in person or by agent, on a date to be fixed in such
notice, and 1o show cause why, on the grounds 10 be staled in the notice,
an order should not be made for the discontnuance of such use of such
house, room or place.

(2) If, onthe date fixed, or on any subsequent date o which the hearing
may be adjourned, the Commissioner of Police or Supcrintendent of Police
is satisfied afler making such inquiry as he thinks fit, that the house, rcom
or place is used as described in clauses (a), (b}, {¢) or (d) of sub-section {1),
as the case may be, he may direct by order in writing to be served on such
owner, lessor, manager, lessee, tenant or occupier, that the use as so
described of the house, room or place be discontinued from a date not less
than fificen days from the date of the said order and be nolt thereafier
resumed.

(3) No house, room or place, conceming which an order has been
made under sub-section (2), shall again be used or, be allowd to be used,
in any manner described in clauses (a), (b}, (¢} or (d) of sub-scction (1), as
the case may be, and the Commissioner of Police or Superiniendent of
Police, ifhe s satisfied that such house, room or place is again used in such
manner, may by order in wriling to be served on the owner, lessor,
manager, lessee, tenant or occupier of such house, room or place direct that
the use as so described of such house, room or place be discontinued within
a period of seven days and be not thereafter resumed.

(4) For the purposes of this section the decision of the Commissiener
of Palice or Superintendent of Police that a house, room or place is used
in any manner, or for any purpose, discribed in clauses (a), (b}, {¢) or (d)
of sub-section (1) shall be final, and the legality or propricty thercof shall
not be questioned in any trial or judicial proceeding in any Coun.

(5) Whocver, after an order has been made by the Commissioner of
Police or Superintendent of Police under sub-section (2) or sub-section (3)
in respect of any house, room or place, uses, or allows to be used, such
house, room or place in a manner which contravenes such order after the
period sialed therein, shall be punished with fine which may extend to fifty
rupees for every day afier the expiration of the said pericd during which
the breach continues, and shall, on a second conviction for the same
offence, be punished with imprisonment for a term which may extend to
six months in addition to, or in licu of, any fine imposed.

(6} Forthe purpose of an inquiry under this section the Commissioner
of Police or Superintendent of Police may depute any police officer not
below the rank of an Inspector to make a local investigation, and may Lake
into consideration his report thercon.

(7) The Commissioner of Police and the Superintendent of Police
shall maintain a register in which shall be entered a description of all
houses, rooms and places in respect of which an order has been made under
this section. Such register shall be open e inspection by the public on

(8) Notwithslanding anything contained in any other law for the time
“ being in force, the owner or lessor of any house, reom or place, in respect
of which an order has been made on the lessee, lenant or occupter thereof
directing the discontinuance of the use thereof as a brothel or disorderly
house or for the purpose of carrying on prostilution, or as acommon place
of assignation, shall be entitied forthwith to determine such leasc, tenancy
or occupation. .
(9} No procecdings shall be taken under this section in respect of
premises which are the subjéct of any proceedings under section 4 or
within six months of the termination of such praceedings.

8. (1) Any person over the age of eithieen years who knowingly
lives, wholly orin part, on lhe carnings of the prostitution ofanother person
shall be punished with imprisonment of either description foraterm which
may exiend to three years, or with fine which may extend 10 one thousand
rupees, or with both, and, if amale person, shall also be lable to whipping.

(2} Where a person is proved to be living wilh, or 1o be habitually in
the company of a prostilute, or to have exercised control, direction or
influcnce over the movements of a prostitule, in such a manner as to show
that he is aiding, abetting or compelling her prostitution, it shall be
presumed uniil the contrary is proved, that he is living on the carnings of

14. (1} A girlwhohasbeenremoved [romany premises under scclion
13 and who appears to be under the age of sixleen years shall be brought
before a Juvenile Courl as defined in clause {3a) of section 3 of the Bengal
Children Act, 1922, having jurisdiclicn over the place where the premises
are situaled. The Court shall make such inquiry as it thinks {it and, if
salisficd that the girl is under Lhe age of sixteen years and that she should
be dealt with as hereinafter provided, may pass an order that she be placed
in suilable custody in the prescribed manncer until she attaing the age of
eighteen years or for any shorter period, or make her over Lo the care of a
suilable person under such conditions as may be preseribed and may in
addilion make an order that she be placed under the supervision of a person
to be named by the Court.

(2) Where a girl has been removed from any premises under
section 13 and there is no Juvenile Court having jurisdiction over the place
where (he premises are situated or the girl appears 1o be above the age of
sixteen years, she shall be brought before a Magistralc of the first class
having jurisdiction over such place. The Magisiratc shall make such
inquiry as he thinks fit and, if satisfied that the girl is under the age of
eighteen years and thal she should be dealt with as hereinafter provided,
may pass an order that she be placed in suitable custody in the prescribed
manner until she attains the age of eighteen years or for any shorter period,
or make her over to the care of a suitable person under such condilions as
may be prescribed and may in additicn make an order that she be placed
under the supervision of a person to be named by the Magistrate.

15. No order made by a Juvenile Courl or a Magistrate under
section 14 shall be invalidated by any subsequent proof that the age of the
airl has not been correctly determined by the Court or the Magistrate.

16. Whereany girlis produced before a Juvenile Courl ora Magistrate
under section 14 and any person has been tried by any Court on a charge
under section 8, 9, 10, 11 or 12 in respect of such girl or under section 4
in respect of the premises [rom which she has been removed, (he recard of
such irial may be called for by the Juvenile Court or the Magistrate and the
record of cvidence given in such trial may be used by such Juvenile Court
or Magistrate for the purposes of the inguiry under section 14, as if
recorded by such Courl or Magistrate respectively.

Nothing in this seclion shall prevent any Juvenile Court or Magistrate
hearing and recording the evidence of any witness if such Court or
Magisiraie thinks fit.

2¢, The ![State Government] may cause any institulion in which any
girl is kept for the time being in pursuance of an order made under
section 14 and which is supported whelly or parily by voluntary
