An Act to provide for certain matiers in connection with ceriain elections
for union boards held before the commencement of the Bengal Villuge
Self-Govermmenr (Amendmeni) Act, 19335.

WHEREAS il is expedient lo make special provision for the term of
office of members of vnion boards in certain cases in which gencral
elections were held before the commencement of the Bengal Village Setf-
Government {Amendment) Act, 1935, and for the removal of any doubis
as 1o the validity of such cleciions and of appointmems of members made
in such cases;

Tt is hereby enacted as lollows:—

1. This Acl may be calted the Bengal Village Self-Government
{Temporary Provisions) Act, 1935.

2. Notwithstanding anything contained in the Bengal Village Sell-
Government Acl, 1919—

(1} Where a general election has been held for a union board before
the commencement of the Bengal Village Self-Government (Amendment)
Act, 1935 (hercinalier referred to as the Amending Act), but afier such
elcction the first meeting, al which a quorun ts present, of the newly
elceted nnd appoinied members of such union board has net been held,
the Llerm of oflice of the formerly elecled and appointed members of the
unjon board shalt he governed by the provisions of scetion 11 of the
Beagal Village Self-Government Act, 19419, as il ichad not been amended
by clause (1) of scction 6 of the amending Act.

(2) Where a member has been duoly elecied at such general election,
or has been duly appoined afier such genceral election bul before the
comnmencement of the amending Act such member shall be decmed o
be duly elecied or appointed, ns the case may be, under the Bengal Village
Sell-Governiment Act, 1919, as amended by the amending Acy, aad his
clection or appoiniment shall be deemed 10 be valid for all purposes of
the said Act, as so amended.
