An Act ta provide for the coustruciion of a steam-trantway between
Siliguri and Darjeeling.

WHEREAS a Company has been formed called the Darjeeling Steam
Tramway Company, Limited hereinafier called the Company, for the
purpose of constructing, maintaining and working a steam-tramway from
Siligury 1o Darjeeling; and whereas an agreement bearing the date the
eighth day of April eighteen hundred and seventy-nine has been entered
into between Franklin Prestage, Esq., as trustee on behalf of the Company,
and the Secretary of State for India in Council, for the above purpose; and
whereas itis expedient that the Company should be authorized toconstruct,
maintain and work a steam-tramway upon the existing cart-road between
Siliguri and Darjeeling as aforesaid, and 10 do ail things necessary in that
behalf:

It is enacted as follows:—

1. The Act may be called the Darjeeling Steam Tramway Act;

Company and he said Secretary of State *[or the State Governmeni], with

3. The Company may, with the permission of such officer as the

said officer shall dircct.
