WHEREAS it is expedicnt Lo make better provision for the preparation
and maintenance of registers of revenue-paying and revenue-free lands,
and of the proprietors and managers thereof, and of certain mortgages
of revenue-paying lands;

It is hereby enacted as follows:—
PART L
Preliminary.

1. This Act may be called the Land Registration Act, [876.
