() to do such other things as may be
necessary for the advancement of
science.
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4. The governing body of the TheGenera
corporation shall, subject to the rules in  Committee.

The
first Genera Committee of the corporation
shall be the General Committee of the
Ceylon Association for the Advancement of
Science for the time being.

5 The affairs of the corporation shall be
administered by an executive body cdled
the Council, elected by the Genera
Committee in accordance with the rules of
the corporation and it shal consist of such
number of members with such qualifications
exercising such powers and for such periods
a&s the sad rules shal direct.

debts due to and subscriptions and
contributions payable to the sad Ceylon
Association for the Advancement of Science
shall be paid to the said corporation for the
purposes of this Act.

7. The sed of the corporation shall bein
the safe custody of the Council and shall not
be affixed to any instrument whatsoever
except with the authority of the Council
previously obtained and in the presence of
two members of the Council, who shall sign
their names to the instrument in token of
their presence, and such signing shal be
independent of the signing of any person as
awitness.

8. The corporation shall be capable in
law to take and hold any property, movable
or immovable, which may become vested in
it by virtue of any purchase, grant, gift,
testamentary disposition, or otherwise, and
al such property shal be held by the
corporation for the purposes of this Act and
subject to the rules for the time being of the
sad corporation, with full power to s,
mortgage, lease, exchange or otherwise
dispose of the same.

9. It shdl be lawful for the corporation,
from time to time, a any meeting of the
General Committee, and by a vote of two-
thirds of the members present and voting to
make rules for admission, withdrawal or
expulsion of members; for the conduct of
the duties of the Council and of the various

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officers, agents and servants of the
corporation; for the procedure in the
transaction of business and otherwise
generally for the management of affairs of
the corporation and the accomplishment of
its objects. Subject to the provisions of
section 11, such rules may at such meeting
be amended, added to or repealed.

10. Subject to the provisions of section
9, the rules st out in the Schedule* to this
Act shall for al purposes be the rules of the
corporation:

Provided, however, that nothing in this
section contained shall be held or construed
to prevent the corporation a dl times
hereafter from making fresh rules or from
atering, amending, adding to or rescinding
any of the rules set out in the Schedule* or
which may hereafter be made by the
corporation.

11 No rule in the Schedule* to this Act
nor any rule which may hereafter be passed
a a meeting shal be dtered, added to,
amended or rescinded, except by a vote of
two-thirds of the members present and
voting a a meeting of the Generd
Committee of the corporation.

12, Nothing in this Act contained shall
prejudice or affect the rights of the
Republic, or of any body politic or
corporate, or of any other persons, except
such as are mentioned in this Act, and those
claiming by, from, or under them.
